The MCM complex consisting of this protein and MCM2, 4 and 6 proteins
possesses DNA helicase activity, and may act as a DNA unwinding enzyme. Cyclin
D1-dependent kinase, CDK4, is found to associate with this protein, and may regulate the
binding of this protein with the tumor suppressor protein RB1/RB.
